 Most of us  love spring.  We think of gardening, the flower bulbs peeking up through the ground, everything is turn-

ing a new color, and it’s staying light past 5:00 pm!  As we all take walks, hikes, and runs with our pets, we should try to be 

aware of puddles, swamps, ponds, and rivers where our dogs swim and drink to cool off.  Some  

water sources are not safe due to run off of chemicals, bacteria, algae, and animal waste.  Puddles 

near roads or in parking lots may not be safe due to chemicals from cars, especially antifreeze and 

petroleum.  Swamps can contain large amounts of bacteria from wildlife or rotting vegetation.  

Ponds and lakes may get algae blooms that are toxic to humans and animals.  Rivers will concen-

trate run off from streets and septic systems especially in late spring and summer when the fresh 

water from the snow melt is gone and water levels drop.  Please be vigilant as to where your dog drinks, bring your own clean 

water if you feel water sources are unreliable, and leash your dogs to keep them from swimming in contaminated water.  Let’s 

all enjoy this beautiful season safely by keeping these few tips in mind.  

 As humans sometimes it’s easy to ‘brush’ off 
the thought of our pets ever having dental disease, un-
fortunately, a recent study of 59,296 dogs showed that 
dogs with significant periodontal disease (Grades 1-3) 
had 4 times higher rate of major heart disease as dogs 
with healthy mouths.
